How the UK government’s Shameful and Discriminatory Frozen pension Legislation has seriously affected 3 Australian based British pensioners


1. M A’s elderly “Mum”, aged 97 years, resides in her outer Sydney retirement village home and struggles to make ends meet to provide herself with a few clothes, pay phone bills and buy small presents for her great grandchildren. In 1966 Mum emigrated to Australia to be near her only daughter and was given a full British pension entitlement of £4.50/week which she still receives. Had she received pension indexation it would now be at the rate of £77.45 per week. No indexation has cost her and she has been deprived of £60,000+. 

1. WH, is in his 90’s, he is nearly blind and hopes to spend his remaining years in Queensland. He left the UK on his retirement to join his young family here in Australia and was given a full British pension entitlement of £6.50/week. With indexation, available in other parts of the world, he would now be receiving at least £77.45 per week. The ‘freezing’ of his pension has cost him £58,000 plus since his arrival.                                                        

2. FW lives in country NSW and is now in his eighties. He fought as a fighter pilot in the Battle of Britain and was entrusted in latter war years with the important roles of flying Winston Churchill around the world and later Queen Elizabeth back to London when King George died. After establishing a pilot’s school in Rhodesia he ended his flying days here in Australia and retired here. His pension is of course ‘frozen’ and to date that has cost him £20,000 plus. 

These are just three examples from the 225,000 British Expatriate Pensioners whose only mistake was to elect to retire in Australia rather than in say the USA, a country in the European Community, Turkey, Israel. Bosnia or various unlikely others. 

Please join and support BPiA in its battle with other Commonwealth British pensioner associations to overturn this UNJUST AND UNFAIR UK frozen pension legislation.  It is only right and fair that our British pensions should be fully indexed and not be allowed to seriously undermine our quality of life in our retirement years
